Insurance Programs Farm Loans

FSA makes direct and guaranteed farm ownership and operating loans to family-size farmers and ranchers who cannot
obtain commercial credit from a bank, Farm Credit System institution, or other lender. FSA loans can be used to
purchase land, livestock, equipment, feed, seed, and supplies. Loans can also be used to construct buildings or make
farm improvements.

Housing Assistance

USDA provides homeownership opportunities to low- and moderate-income rural Americans through several loan, grant,
and loan guarantee programs. The programs also make funding available to individuals to finance vital improvements
necessary to make their homes decent, safe, and sanitary. USDA Multi-Family Housing Programs offer Rural Rental
Housing Loans to provide affordable multi-family rental housing for very low-, low-, and moderate-income families; the
elderly; and persons with disabilities. In addition, rental assistance is available to eligible families.

Rural Development Loan Assistance

USDA Rural Development forges partnerships with rural communities, funding projects that bring housing, community
facilities, business guarantees, utilities and other services to rural America. USDA provides technical assistance and
financial backing for rural businesses and cooperatives to create quality jobs in rural areas. Rural Development
promotes the President's National Energy Policy and ultimately the nation's energy security by engaging the
entrepreneurial spirit of rural America in the development of renewable energy and energy efficiency improvements.
Rural Development works with low-income individuals, State, local and Indian tribal governments, as well as private and
nonprofit organizations and user-owned cooperatives.




Utility Services

USDA supports deployment of reliable and affordable water, waste treatment, electric power and telecommunications
services, including broadband, to help rural areas expand economic opportunities and improve the quality of life for rural
residents. Rural Development provides funding opportunities in the form of payments, grants, loans, and loan
guarantees, for the development and commercialization of vital utility services. These programs revitalize rural
communities with a variety of improvements, and create sustainable opportunities for wealth, new jobs, and increased
economic activity in rural America.

Crop and Livestock Insurance

USDA helps producers manage their business risks. The mission of USDA's Risk Management Agency (RMA) is to
promote, support, and regulate sound risk management solutions to preserve and strengthen the economic stability of
America's agricultural producers. As part of this mission, RMA operates and manages the Federal Crop Insurance
Corporation (FCIC).

RMA has three divisions: Insurance Services, Product Management, and Risk Compliance. Seventeen private-sector
insurance companies sell and service the policies. RMA develops and/or approves the premium rate, administers
premium and expense subsidies, approves and supports products, and reinsures the companies. RMA also sponsors
educational and outreach programs and seminars on the general topic of risk.

Federal State Marketing Improvement Program

This matching grant program, also known as FSMIP, provides matching funds to State Departments of Agriculture and
other appropriate State agencies to assist in exploring new market opportunities for food and agricultural products, and
to encourage research and innovation aimed at improving the efficiency and performance of the marketing system.

Specialty Crop Block Grant Program

The SCBGP funds can be requested to enhance the competitiveness of specialty crops. Specialty crops are defined as
fruits and vegetables, tree nuts, dried fruits, and nursery crops (including floriculture).

The Farmers Market Promotion Program

The FMPP was created through a recent amendment of the Farmer-to-Consumer Direct Marketing Act of 1976. The
grants, authorized by the FMPP, are targeted to help improve and expand domestic farmers markets, roadside stands,
community-supported agriculture programs and other direct producer-to-consumer market opportunities.

Organic Cost Share Program

AMS administers two organic certification cost share programs. Each program provides cost share assistance, through
participating States, to organic producers and/or organic handlers. Recipients must receive initial certification or
continuation of certification from a USDA accredited certifying agent (ACA).

Much of the work of the Department of Energy's Office of Science (SC) is supported through grants and contractual vehicles. This work is processed through the Office of
Science Grants and Contracts Division (GCD) which serves as the principal acquisition, financial assistance (grants and cooperative agreements) and contract/grant
management advisor to the Director of Science. The GCD provides independent analyses, advice and recommendations on procurement and assistance actions initiated by
SC; identifies problem areas, opportunities and management issues and makes recommendations; serves as SC focal point in developing positions and responses to
proposed Federal and DOE procurement and assistance regulations and business management policies and procedures; provides advice and guidance and serves as the
SC focal point with DOE field offices, laboratories, universities, contractors, grantees and other Government agencies on SC policies and strategies with respect to
acquisition, financial assistance and contract/grant management issues.

The Department's Office of Nuclear Energy re-established, in FY 1998, a competitive peer-reviewed program to provide grants allowing nuclear engineering faculty and
students to conduct innovative research in nuclear engineering and related areas. The awards run from one to three years and are granted in eight separate technical areas
related to nuclear engineering: reactor physics, reactor engineering, reactor materials, radiological engineering, radioactive waste management, applied radiation science,
nuclear safety and risk analysis, and innovative technologies for next generation reactors, space power and propulsion, or radiation sources. This type of research is vital to
the academic community to help promote excellence in nuclear engineering and provide resolution to issues confronting nuclear engineering in general.

The Office of Nuclear Energy provides tuition, stipends, and practicums to outstanding graduate students studying nuclear engineering and health physics and
undergraduate scholarships and practicums to students pursuing a nuclear engineering course of study to ensure that our country will have an adequate supply of trained
nuclear scientists and engineers. As an element of this activity, the University Partnership Program pairs minority institutions with institutions offering a nuclear engineering
degree to enable more minorities to enter the field of nuclear engineering.

Reviews and
reports from the Agency for Healthcare Quality and
Research (AHRQ) have shown a positive impact from
integrating a team approach to care for a variety of disease
conditions.[6] Health care coordination for people living
with chronic conditions is vital to providing high quality
care, especially in rural areas where access to health care is
an issue. The main goal of care coordination is to meet
patients; needs and preferences in the delivery of high-
quality, high-value health care. This means that the patient’s
needs and preferences are known ahead of time and
communicated at the right time to the right people; this
information is used to provide safe, appropriate, and
effective care to the patient. Care coordination is identified
by the Institute of Medicine as a key strategy that has the
potential to improve the effectiveness, safety, and efficiency
of the American health care system. Well-designed, targeted
care coordination that is delivered to the right people can
improve outcomes for everyone: patients, providers, and
payers.[7] Care coordination is especially important in the
changing health care landscape where payments increasingly
focus on value. The ultimate goal of the program is to
promote the delivery of coordinated care in the primary care
setting. There are numerous developments in state health
policy that support the adoption of care coordination models,
including patient centered medical homes (PCMH),
accountable care organizations (ACO), and enhanced health
information technology (HIT) such as electronic health
records (EHR) and telehealth capabilities. Care coordination
strategies can be tailored for a rural community’s resources
and challenges. Strategies may include a special emphasis
on: recruiting or training personnel to assume care
coordination responsibilities or supporting other staff, such
as, community health workers, in taking on this role;
developing new or making creative use of existing resources,
such as co-locating available behavioral and primary health



care services; and addressing quality improvement through
innovations like telehealth or system redesign using models
such as, Six Sigma or the Lean Model, for example.[8]
Applicants shall develop creative and innovative approaches
to address outcomes in one or more of the three pre-specified
disease states, diabetes, CHF, and/or COPD, through
application of care coordination strategies. Applicants shall
disseminate the information regionally or nationally,
including efforts by grassroots, faith-based or community-
based organizations. The proposed projects should
demonstrate improved outcomes. Applicants may address
the prevalence and management of diabetes, CHF, and
COPD conditions using innovative or evidence-based care
coordination strategies, relevant to their community

needs. Ata minimum, networks will be asked to report on
four outcome measures for each chronic condition (Type 2
Diabetes, CHF and COPD). In addition to reporting on these
outcome measures, networks will be also asked to report at
least three care coordination measures. Performance on those
measures will be aggregated across the funded sites to
measure program impact. To review the outcome measures
for each chronic condition, please refer to Section I'V:
Application and Submission Information. To the extent
possible, grantees are encouraged to bill for third party
reimbursement for covered services and participate in pay-
for-performance and other incentive programs[9],[10] in
order to aid in the sustainability of the project. By thinking
beyond the day-to-day activities and services and planning
for sustainability early in the grant cycle, organizations can
better position their programs for long-term sustainability
and leverage the investment of federal grant dollars to
maintain successful programs that improve the health of
rural Americans.
