The Small Business Innovative Research Program - SBIR Program

The Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) program is a highly competitive program that encourages
domestic small businesses to engage in Federal Research/Research and Development (R/R&D) that has
the potential for commercialization. Through a competitive awards-based program, SBIR enables small
businesses to explore their technological potential and provides the incentive to profit from its
commercialization. By including qualified small businesses in the nation's R&D arena, high-tech
innovation is stimulated and the United States gains entrepreneurial spirit as it meets its specific research
and development needs.

SBIR Mission and Program Goals

The mission of the SBIR program is to support scientific excellence and technological innovation through
the investment of Federal research funds in critical American priorities to build a strong national
economy.

The program’s goals are four-fold:

« Stimulate technological innovation

o Meet Federal research and development needs.

« Foster and encourage participation in innovation and entrepreneurship by socially and
economically disadvantaged persons.

« Increase private-sector commercialization of innovations derived from Federal research and
development funding.

SBIR-Participating Agencies

Each year, Federal agencies with extramural research and development (R&D) budgets that exceed $100
million are required to allocate 2.5 percent of their R&D budget to these programs. Currently, eleven
Federal agencies participate in the program:

o Department of Agriculture

o Department of Commerce - National Institute of Standards and Technology
o Department of Commerce - National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration
o Department of Defense

e Department of Education

e Department of Energy

e Department of Health and Human Services

o Department of Homeland Security

« National Aeronautics and Space Administration

« National Science Foundation

Each agency administers its own individual program within guidelines established by Congress. These
agencies designate R&D topics in their solicitations and accept proposals from small businesses. Awards
are made on a competitive basis after proposal evaluation.

Three-Phase Program
The SBIR Program is structured in three phases:

Phase I. The objective of Phase 1 is to establish the technical merit, feasibility, and commercial potential
of the proposed R/R&D efforts and to determine the quality of performance of the small business awardee
organization prior to providing further Federal support in Phase Il. SBIR Phase | awards normally do not
exceed $150,000 total costs for 6 months.

Phase Il. The objective of Phase Il is to continue the R/R&D efforts initiated in Phase 1. Funding is based
on the results achieved in Phase | and the scientific and technical merit and commercial potential of the
project proposed in Phase Il. Only Phase | awardees are eligible for a Phase 11 award. SBIR Phase Il
awards normally do not exceed $1,000,000 total costs for 2 years.

Phase I11. The objective of Phase I1l, where appropriate, is for the small business to pursue
commercialization objectives resulting from the Phase I/I1 R/R&D activities. The SBIR program does not
fund Phase I1l. Some Federal agencies, Phase 111 may involve follow-on non-SBIR funded R&D or
production contracts for products, processes or services intended for use by the U.S. Government

Insurance Programs Faini Loans

FSA makes direct and guaranteed farm ownership and operating loans to family-size farmers and
ranchers who cannot obtain commercial credit from a bank, Farm Credit System institution, or other
lender. FSA loans can be used to purchase land, livestock, equipment, feed, seed, and supplies. Loans
can also be used to construct buildings or make farm improvements.

Housing Assistance

USDA provides homeownership opportunities to low- and moderate-income rural Americans through
several loan, grant, and loan guarantee programs. The programs also make funding available to
individuals to finance vital improvements necessary to make their homes decent, safe, and sanitary.
USDA Multi-Family Housing Programs offer Rural Rental Housing Loans to provide affordable multi-family
rental housing for very low-, low-, and moderate-income families; the elderly; and persons with
disabilities. In addition, rental assistance is available to eligible families.

Rural Development Loan and Grant Assistance

USDA Rural Development forges partnerships with rural communities, funding projects that bring
housing, community facilities, business guarantees, utilities and other services to rural America. USDA
provides technical assistance and financial backing for rural businesses and cooperatives to create quality
jobs in rural areas. Rural Development promotes the President's National Energy Policy and ultimately the
nation's energy security by engaging the entrepreneurial spirit of rural America in the development of
renewable energy and energy efficiency improvements. Rural Development works with low-income
individuals, State, local and Indian tribal governments, as well as private and nonprofit organizations and
user-owned cooperatives.

Beginning Farmers and Ranchers

USDA, through the Farm Service Agency, provides direct and guaranteed loans to beginning farmers and
ranchers who are unable to obtain financing from commercial credit sources. Each fiscal year, the Agency
targets a portion of its direct and guaranteed farm ownership (FO) and operating loan (OL) funds to
beginning farmers and ranchers.

Crop and Livestock Insurance

USDA helps producers manage their business risks. The mission of USDA's Risk Management Agency
(RMA) is to promote, support, and regulate sound risk management solutions to preserve and strengthen
the economic stability of America's agricultural producers. As part of this mission, RMA operates and
manages the Federal Crop Insurance Corporation (FCIC).

RMA has three divisions: Insurance Services, Product Management, and Risk Compliance. Seventeen
private-sector insurance companies sell and service the policies. RMA develops and/or approves the
premium rate, administers premium and expense subsidies, approves and supports products, and
reinsures the companies. RMA also sponsors educational and outreach programs and seminars on the
general topic of risk.

Federal State Marketing Improvement Program

This matching grant program, also known as FSMIP, provides matching funds to State Departments of
Agriculture and other appropriate State agencies to assist in exploring new market opportunities for food
and agricultural products, and to encourage research and innovation aimed at improving the efficiency
and performance of the marketing system.

Specialty Crop Block Grant Program
The SCBGP funds can be requested to enhance the competitiveness of specialty crops. Specialty crops
are defined as fruits and vegetables, tree nuts, dried fruits, and nursery crops (including floriculture).

The Farmers Market Promotion Program

The FMPP was created through a recent amendment of the Farmer-to-Consumer Direct Marketing Act of
1976. The grants, authorized by the FMPP, are targeted to help improve and expand domestic farmers
markets, roadside stands, community-supported agriculture programs and other direct producer-to-
consumer market opportunities.

Organic Cost Share Program

AMS administers two organic certification cost share programs. Each program provides cost share
assistance, through participating States, to organic producers and/or organic handlers. Recipients must
receive initial certification or continuation of certification from a USDA accredited certifying agent (ACA).

FSA makes direct and guaranteed farm ownership and operating loans to family-size farmers and ranchers who cannot
obtain commercial credit from a bank, Farm Credit System institution, or other lender. FSA loans can be used to
purchase land, livestock, equipment, feed, seed, and supplies. Loans can also be used to construct buildings or make
farm improvements.

National Service in Your State — Massachusetts

2014-2015

Meeting Community Needs in Massachusetts: More than 10,000 people of all ages and backgrounds are
helping to meet local needs, strengthen communities, and increase civic engagement through national service
in Massachusetts. Serving at more than 1,300 locations throughout the state, these citizens tutor and mentor
children, support veterans and military families, provide health services, restore the environment, respond to
disasters, increase economic opportunity, and recruit and manage volunteers. This year, the Corporation for
National and Community Service (CNCS) will commit more than $41,120,000 to support Massachusetts
communities through national service initiatives. Through a unique public-private partnership, this federal
investment will leverage an additional $34,340,000 in other resources to strengthen community impact, build
local support, and increase return on taxpayer dollars.

AmeriCorps

This year, AmeriCorps will provide more than 2,600 individuals the opportunity to provide intensive, results-
driven service to meet education, environmental, health, economic, and other pressing needs in communities
across Massachusetts. Most AmeriCorps grant funding goes to the Massachusetts Service Alliance, which
in turn awards grants to nonprofit groups to respond to local needs. Most of the remainder of the grant
funding is distributed by CNCS directly to multi-state and national organizations through a competitive
grants process. Other individuals serve through AmeriCorps VISTA, whose members help bring individuals
and communities out of poverty by serving full-time to fight illiteracy, improve health services, create
businesses, and increase housing opportunities, and AmeriCorps NCCC (National Civilian Community
Corps), a 10-month, full time residential program for men and women between the ages of 18 and 24. In
exchange for their service, AmeriCorps members earn an education award that can be used to pay for college
or to pay back qualified student loans. Since 1994, more than 29,000 Massachusetts residents have served
more than 40 million hours and have qualified for Segal AmeriCorps Education Awards totaling more than
$93,100,000.

Senior Corps

More than 7,400 seniors in Massachusetts contribute their time and talents in one of three Senior Corps
programs. Foster Grandparents serve one-on-one as tutors and mentors to more than 4,400 young people who
have special needs. Senior Companions help more than 970 homebound seniors and other adults maintain
independence in their own homes. RSVP volunteers conduct safety patrols, renovate homes, protect the
environment, tutor and mentor youth, respond to natural disasters, and provide other services through more
than 540 groups across Massachusetts.

Social Innovation Fund

The Social Innovation Fund transforms lives and communities using limited federal investment as a catalyst
to grow the impact of nonprofits with evidence of strong results. It harnesses the expertise of grantmaking
intermediaries to identify, evaluate and expand effective nonprofits and engages funding partners to
contribute nearly three dollars to every one federal dollar invested. As the Social Innovation Fund network
grows programs that work in Massachusetts, more people are able to overcome their most pressing
challenges in the areas of economic opportunity, health, and youth development. The Social Innovation Fund
is investing $3,090,000 in expanding the impact of 7 nonprofits in Massachusetts, selected and supported by
7 intermediaries.

The Corporation for National and Community Service is a federal agency that improves lives, strengthens
communities, and fosters civic engagement through service and volunteering. CNCS annually engages more
than five million Americans in service to meet local needs through Senior Corps, AmeriCorps, and national
days of service; improves communities through the Social Innovation Fund, and leads President Obama's
national call to service initiative, United We Serve.

Procurement Technical Assistance Centers (PTACs) are charged with assisting businesses in learning how
to do business with federal, state, and local governments. PTACs are a local resource available at no or
nominal cost that can provide assistance to business firms in marketing their products and services. They
offer training to businesses on how to research and bid on contracts, assist with registration requirements,
provide bid-matching services, and assist with pre and post contracting issues.

This FY 2014 directory is intended for small business concerns seeking opportunities with DoD prime
contractors. The directory is a listing of large business prime contractors who are required to establish
subcontracting plans with goals. The report is generated from data contained in the Individual Subcontract
Reports (ISRs) submitted in the Electronic Subcontracting Reporting System (eSRS) by contractors and
from data contained in the Federal Procurement Data System (FPDS). The directory includes the name of
the prime contractor; the major product/service code (PSC) provided to DoD; the major NAICS of the
company; name, telephone number and email address of the company’s point of contact; contract number
with the effective date and completion date, ultimate contract value and obligated dollars. In addition,
many companies have websites with additional information which may be useful in your search for
subcontracting opportunities or teaming arrangements.

Locate a Small Business Professional

Small Business Professionals serve as the primary liaison between private-sector small businesses seeking
to do business with government agencies. Specialists advise small businesses regarding current
acquisitions contracts available from the federal government.

Procurement Forecasts & the Department of Defense

The Department of Defense, due to its size and scope, does not have a single, comprehensive source for
future procurements. Procurements are made locally and within the various services and agencies.

Business Intelligence, relative to future procurement planning, would be gathered at the local level.

For the purposes of forecasting, knowledge of past behavior is useful. Click here for a table of DoD
acquisitions in FY 10 summarized by NAICS code. The FY'10 data has been validated but FPDS data is
dynamic and changes continuously.

Much of the work of the Department of Energy's Office of Science (SC) is supported through grants and contractual vehicles. This work is processed through the Office of
Science Grants and Contracts Division (GCD) which serves as the principal acquisition, financial assistance (grants and cooperative agreements) and contract/grant
management advisor to the Director of Science. The GCD provides independent analyses, advice and recommendations on procurement and assistance actions initiated by
SC; identifies problem areas, opportunities and management issues and makes recommendations; serves as SC focal point in developing positions and responses to
proposed Federal and DOE procurement and assistance regulations and business management policies and procedures; provides advice and guidance and serves as the
SC focal point with DOE field offices, laboratories, universities, contractors, grantees and other Government agencies on SC policies and strategies with respect to
acquisition, financial assistance and contract/grant management issues.

The Department's Office of Nuclear Energy re-established, in FY 1998, a competitive peer-reviewed program to provide grants allowing nuclear engineering faculty and
students to conduct innovative research in nuclear engineering and related areas. The awards run from one to three years and are granted in eight separate technical areas
related to nuclear engineering: reactor physics, reactor engineering, reactor materials, radiological engineering, radioactive waste management, applied radiation science,
nuclear safety and risk analysis, and innovative technologies for next generation reactors, space power and propulsion, or radiation sources. This type of research is vital to
the academic community to help promote excellence in nuclear engineering and provide resolution to issues confronting nuclear engineering in general.

The Office of Nuclear Energy provides tuition, stipends, and practicums to outstanding graduate students studying nuclear engineering and health physics and
undergraduate scholarships and practicums to students pursuing a nuclear engineering course of study to ensure that our country will have an adequate supply of trained
nuclear scientists and engineers. As an element of this activity, the University Partnership Program pairs minority institutions with institutions offering a nuclear engineering
degree to enable more minorities to enter the field of nuclear engineering.

The grants will
support the development and delivery of
pollution prevention (P2) information
resources, tools, training and related
services to meet the needs of businesses and
technical assistance providers working in
one or more of the three P2 national
emphasis areas (NEAs). The three areas
referred to as the NEAs are: 1) climate
change mitigation/prevention of greenhouse
gas emissions, 2) pollution prevention
practices in the food manufacturing and
processing sector, and 3) state or
community approaches to hazardous
materials source reduction.

HUD’s investment under this Demonstration
program is intended to facilitate aging in
place by providing a supportive services
subsidy to certain elderly restricted HUD
assisted independent housing developments.
The supportive service subsidy will (1) cover
all reasonable cost related to the provision of
a full-time enhanced service coordinator and
part-time preventive health nurse as well as
(2) allocate a nominal amount towards
eligible services expenses for our aging
residents. Elderly persons who have access to
affordable, safe and accessible housing, who
practice healthy behaviors, take advantage of
wellness, preventive and long-term care
services and supports, and those who
continue to engage with family and friends
are more likely to achieve better health
outcomes, live independently, age in place
and incur fewer health-related costs.

outcomes by participating in an effort led by
HUD (or its contractors and/or grantees) to
develop standard procedures to be
implemented by all sponsors/owners for (1)
measurement of outcomes related to general
well being; health and health-care utilization;
and costs to the health care system; (2)
implementation of the enhanced service
coordinator model in the same way in all
sites; and (3) enrollment of eligible
applicants into a random assignment study.
